What about Giving Up Something for Lent?

Many of us might remember giving up candy for Lent when we were children, and it seemed like
a real sacrifice. As we grew up, it was often more difficult to decide what special thing to do to
make Lent a special season, to get our attention and to do prepare ourselves to give up judging
others. For others, it could be giving up a bad habit we've developed. Still others will have differ-
ent answers to the question "What will help me grow in freedom?"

For many of us, the choice may not be to give something up, but to add something to our daily
lives during Lent. We may commit ourselves to extra prayer time. WWe may decide to do some ser-
vice for the poor once a week during Lent.

Whether fasting, abstaining, or doing other acts of penance, the whole desire we should have is to
use these means to help us grow closer to our Lord and prepare ourselves, in the words of the
first preface of Lent, "to await the sacred paschal feasts with the joy of minds made pure.

In our family we can observa family practice of weekly prayer during Lent that can be
called Friday Forgiveness. After the evening meal, head of the family would read a story of
forgiveness from the Bible and would offer a brief reflection and then we can engage in Fri-
day Forgiveness. Each person can ask every family member for their forgiveness, and the
other person can respond by forgiving them. Each person forgive and ask for forgiveness.
No particular faults will be mentioned, only a general petition for forgiveness. The experi-
ence will never routine. It will be a time to experience healing and peace returning to our
home.
