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Religious Education: a Teacher's Life Lesson

“Religion is
essentially the art and the
theory of the remaking of
man. Man is not a finished
creation.” According to
Edmund Burke, religion may
not be the greatest factor in
defining an individual. BUT,
religion does play an
immeasurable role in
developing one’s persona.
Many who are reading this
call themselves a Knanaya
Catholic. This identity is
developed from BOTH cultural and religious fostering.
Hence, a proper religious education is essential in
progressing Knanaya Catholic traditions within our
children for many generations to come. As a religious
education teacher for the last five years, | am proud
to say that under the leadership of Fr. Abraham
Mutholath, religious education has become a huge
success in both establishments of the Knanaya
Catholic community of Chicago: Sacred Heart Parish
and St. Mary's Parish. As we come together to
celebrate St. Mary’s achievement of buying their own
church after five years of rent in Our Lady of Victory
Parish (OLV), | would like to share a few moments as
| reflect upon the last few years.

The Religious Education School (RES) began
in 2000 in the KCS community center. As years went
on, and as our community grew, more and more
students, teachers, and adult volunteers joined RES.
Both establishments contributed combined efforts
toward teacher trainings, seminars, retreats, and the
annual religious festival. Each unit organized their own
events as well. In particular, St. Mary’s unit coordinated
annual seminars and food drives. When we decided
to buy our own church in 2008, St. Mary’s RES put in
copious efforts to raise funds. Through various drives
and their piggy bank collection, students and staff were
able to raise thousands in a strive to get our own place.
On the last day of CCD, May 9th 2010, teachers and
parent volunteers of St. Mary's RES gathered in the
Community Center to award the OLV School Principal,
John Kasel, for his generosity in letting St. Mary's unit
rent the school for the last five years.

As St. Mary’s unit moves to its new location, |
would like to share some opinions originating from
my experience. Some parents refrain from sending
their children to CCD, and yet they want to inculcate
strong Knanaya Catholic values. Religious education
in our community fosters both religious and cultural
values. What we teach the students is equivalent to
what is taught in any other Catholic school. The added

benefits are that students attain a stronger sense of
community and tradition unigue to our heritage. They
make lifelong friends, promoting stronger relationships
within our church. Some may feel skeptical about
having such young teachers. But these volunteers,
many who are high school seniors and
undergraduates, are apt for their duty. They grew up
within the Knanaya church, and know very well our
fundamental beliefs and what is expected of them. As
young adults and children engage in our own religious
education program, the community becomes stronger.
Parents, please give your children the opportunity my
generation did not have.

As for the youth, all | have to say is get
involved. This is your chance to give back to the
community that has provided you with so much.
Younger children look up to you and see you as their
role models. Some may feel their faith is not strong
enough to teach others about religion. Mine was not
the strongest either. But it has developed through these
last few years. Being a teacher, you see life from a
different angle. You become more responsible,
strengthening essential life skills like leadership, time
management and organization. You also begin to see
things from the perspective of your parents. True, there
are cultural differences and a generation gap. But as
you bare responsibility for a class of 20+ students,
you begin to see the responsibility your parents had in
raising you. When you devote so much time and
attention to your students, you realize that your parents
put in 10 times the effort for you. Although they may
not be right all the time, parents are right a good
majority of the time. This is the life lesson | have
learned.

Looking back, | had an amazing time
teaching CCD. There are many cherished memories
and newly found bonds that will last me a life time. |
loved teaching children. It was one of the most
rewarding things | have done and something | will
greatly miss as | take a temporary break. Thanks to
our Achen, Fr. Abraham Mutholath, all teachers and
adult volunteers, especially Saji Poothrukayil, Sally
Kizhakkekuttu and Maneesh Kaimoolayil, who
coordinated St. Mary's Religious Education School.
Although the Knanaya Catholic Mission of Chicago
officially has two churches, we should never lose our
unity. As a community, there will always be politics.
But don’t let politics interfere with the proper
socialization of cultural and religious values within the
younger generations, who know nothing better than
to follow their elder’s lead.

We may have
migrated to America in search of a better
educational, employment and a better economic
opportunity. We may have never thought that we
would also do great works towards spreading
the gospel and love of God in a country that was
traditionally inhabited with majority Christians.
When our forefathers migrated to India, they had
a dual object of doing trade as well as spreading
the Gospel. We may not have thought that we
also have to work to spread the Gospel in
America as our for fathers did in India as we
were migrating to a Christian nation. We
understand that 80% of the population of this
country was born to parents who believed in
Jesus. However, the American Religion Survey
of 2009 brought out some sad news about the
state of Christianity in America today. The
number of Americans who claim no religious
affiliation has doubled since 1990 from 8 to 15
percent.

This great nation was shaped by Christianity;
however, a cultural shift is being placed around
us. The Christian consensus of the last
millennium has given way to a post modern, post
Christian crisis, which is threatening the very
heart of American Culture. The Christian God is
less of a force in American culture than at any
time in recent memory. According to the survey,
the percentage of self identified Christians has
fallen to 76 percent from 86 percent since 1990.
However, with the rising numbers of Hispanic and
Asian immigrants, there is no doubt the nation
still remains vibrantly religious especially
Catholics. Many conservative Christians
especially Catholics believe they have lost the
battle over the issues such as abortion, sanity of
marriage, concept of strong family, same sex
marriage and school prayer and they believe that
the country is being hijacked by far left and liberal
groups and that the country has now entered a
post Christian phase. The moral teachings of
Christianity have exerted an incalculable
influence in the Western Civilization. As those
moral teachings fade into cultural memory, a
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secularized morality takes their place. Once
Christianity is abandoned by a significant portion
of the population, the moral beliefs would not
remain the same. For the better part of 20"
century, the nations of Western Europe, once
the strongest believers, led the way in the
abandonment of Christian commitments.
Christian moral reflection and moral principles
gave way to the loosening grip of a Christian
memory.

The word “God” is one of the most widely
used word in America. For many, “Dollar” is the
God. The word God has become a mere
adjective than a sacred phrase. And lately, it
has become the most controversial word. The
great American dream has left behind great moral
values. The trust, love, and fear for God are
fading day by day. This terrible economic
downturn which is created by the greed of
humanity has not led to an increase in the church
attendance.
